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T errell Clayton Lowdermilk, 36, of Chattanooga, passed away on Wednesday,

August 13, 2025, due to a hit-and-run accident. Terrell was a bright light in the
lives of everyone who knew him. He was kindhearted, forgiving, and always ready

with a smile that could brighten any room.

him laughing, and his loving spirit touched family and friends alike.

A proud graduate of Ooltewah High School, Terrell never missed a single day of school from 1st
